Explore the legendary Galapagos Islands aboard this comfortable

DAY 1: QUITO OR GUAYAQUIL, ECUADOR

Arrive in Ecuador, either in Quito, Ecuador’s capital city in the Andes, or in the
coastal city of Guayaquil, for an included transfer to your convenient hotel for an
overnight stay. Both cities are well-served by international carriers, and Galapagos
flights start and end in Quito with a stop in Guayaquil. Guests in Guayaquil stay at
the locally owned Hotel Oro Verde and have the choice of several hotels in Quito.

DAYS 3-8: EXPLORING THE GALAPAGOS

This expedition includes visits to Santa Cruz and a careful selection of other
diverse islands. The itinerary offers an optimal balance of wildlife, landscapes and
experiences.

Land on a red-sand beach on this volcanically varied island, where you explore
inland. You may see flamingos feeding in a brackish lagoon and clownish brown
pelicans entertaining from their nests. Jump in the surrounding waters for a
snorkel, or explore by kayak or paddleboard.

FERNANDINA
One of the most active oceanic volcanoes in the world, Fernandina is the youngest
and most pristine island in Galdpagos—and home to the strange flightless

Darwin Research Station and Galdpagos National Park. Head to the lush, green
highlands to see giant tortoises roaming in the wild.

SAN CRISTOBAL

Search for red-footed boobies and the endemic mockingbird and lava lizard—
found only on this easternmost island. Explore Baguerizo Moreno, where sea lion
colonies thrive in the middle of town.

DAY 9: GALAPAGOS/DISEMBARK/QUITO OR GUAYAQUIL

Disembark this morning for a return flight to the mainland. Transfer to Hotel Oro
Verde in Guayaquil or to one of several options in Quito, including a convenient
airport hotel. The afternoon and evening are at your leisure. You may be able to
take advantage of overnight flights home. (B)
