HARKNESS CHAPEL (est. 1902), features neo-Gothic architecture, antique oak and Georgia
pine woodwork, and Tiffany windows. It is a warm, intimate, and acoustically resonant space
for the performance of vocal and instrumental chamber music. The building provides space
for concerts, music classes, and department recitals. It was built to honor Florence Harkness
Severance (Louis Henry Severance), the only daughter of Stephen V. Harkness, and his second
wife, Anna M. Richardson Harkness.
