INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY AGREEMENT FOR A VISITING SCIENTIST

THIS AGREEMENT made this [DATE] by and between Case Western Reserve University, an Ohio nonprofit corporation having a place of business at 10900 Euclid Avenue, Cleveland, OH 44106-4971 (referred to as “CWRU”) and [VISITING SCHOLAR NAME], a visiting scientist having an address at [VISITING SCHOLAR ADDRESS], (referred to as “SCIENTIST”).

WHEREAS, SCIENTIST is interesting in volunteering at CWRU and CWRU with SCIENTIST on various projects, and as a SCIENTIST, I understand that the CWRU Intellectual Property Policy (as amended) (the “CWRU IP POLICY”) is applicable to me.  SCIENTIST will be sponsored by [SODM FACULTY SPONSOR] (CWRU School of Dental Medicine, Department of [SODM DEPARTMENT]).

Under the IP POLICY, CWRU owns any Intellectual Property discovered, invented, or authored by me which is conceived or first actually reduced to practice as a part of or as a result of: my work at CWRU, a CWRU administrated program of research, even if sponsored in whole or in part by the US Government or other sponsor; or my activities involving the use of CWRU funds, facilities, materials, or confidential information.  “Intellectual Property” means any invention, patents, copyrights, trademarks, service mark, trade dress, computer programs and software, mask works, tangible research property, and plant varieties.  

In consideration of the availability to me of: (a) opportunities to perform sponsored research or to use CWRU funds or facilities, (b) my or subsequent employment by CWRU, and/or (c) my present or subsequent assignment to CWRU, I agree as follows:

1. To the best of my knowledge, I have no agreements with or obligation to others in conflict with this agreement, other than agreements with or obligations to employers or research sponsors listed below.  If I list information below, I understand that my obligations under the agreement are or may be limited by inconsistent obligations to other, and that CWRU accepts my agreement subject to that limitation.

2. I will keep in confidence all information relating to the Intellectual Property.  I agree not to disclose or use that information without written permission for CWRU.  I understand that disclosure and publication of information related to Intellectual Property must be coordinated with schedule for filing of documents for legal protection of the Intellectual Property, such as patent applications.

3. I will promptly disclose to CWRU’s Technology of Transfer Office all Intellectual Property made by me which is subject to CWRU IP POLICY.  I will follow all Technology of Transfer Office policies and procedures made known to me concerning disclosure of inventions and other Intellectual Property made in the course of my work as a visiting scientist at CWRU.

4. I acknowledge that CWRU may have entered into sponsored research agreements with third parties and that those agreements may create obligations with respect to Intellectual Property relating to or made during my work at CWRU.  I understand that my ability to publish or present research data may be delayed in some instances in order to permit the sponsor and CWRU to review the data before it is disclosed to others.  I will discuss plans to publish or present data with my CWRU PI or Faculty Sponsor, and as needed with the Technology Transfer Office, in order to determine what reviews are needed prior to publication.

5. I will maintain accurate and complete laboratory notebooks and/or other written documentation that is appropriate for the purposes of my work, as determined by CWRU.  At the termination of this Agreement, I will submit to the above-named CWRU PI or Faculty Sponsor (or his/her designee) the original of all such notebooks and documentation.  I understand that I may retain one copy for my files, but that I may not disclose that copy to any other person.

6. I will do whatever is necessary to enable CWRU (a) to apply for obtain patent, copyright, trademark, or other legal protection of Intellectual Property, and/or (b) to fulfill the requirement of any sponsored research agreement as they relate to Intellectual Property.

7. I will assign to CWRU (or its designee) my entire right, title, and interest in any Intellectual Property in which CWRU has an interest pursuant to the CWRU IP Policy, including without limitation patents and patent applications, copyrights and reproduction rights, and trademarks.  Upon request, I will execute assignments and other documents, and will cooperate and assist, as required for CWRU to obtain patent, copyright, trademark, or other legal protection of that Intellectual Property, and/or for CWRU to perform its obligations under any sponsored research agreement.

8. If CWRU is unable for any reason whatsoever to secure my signature to any lawful and necessary document reasonably required with respect to protection of that Intellectual Property (including without limitation patent applications, renewals, extensions, continuations, divisionals, continuations-in-part), I designate and appoint CWRU and its duly authorized officers and agents as my agents and attorneys-in-fact to act for and on behalf and instead of me, to execute and file any applications and to do all other lawfully permitted acts to further the prosecution, issuance, and maintenance of patents, copyrights, trademarks, or other legal protection or the Intellectual Property with the same legal force and effect as if execute by me.
