Jessica Berg is Dean and Tom J.E. and Bette Lou Walker Professor of Law. She also a Professor 
of Bioethics and Professor of Public Health, with a joint appointment in Case Western Reserve 
University’s School of Medicine. She received both her B.A. and J.D., with honors, from Cornell 
University and received her MPH from Case Western Reserve University Medical School. Ms. Berg  

is first author on a book published by Oxford University Press entitled “Informed Consent: Legal Theory  
and Clinical Practice” and has over 50 publications, spanning a variety of areas including public health,  
mental health, medical decision-making, research with human subjects, confidentiality, reproductive law  
and ethics, genetic enhancement, end-of-life care, professionalism, and e-medicine. In 2008 Ms. Berg was 
named “Health Policy Researcher of the Year” by the Health Policy Institute of Ohio, and in 2009 she received 
the Mather Spotlight Award for Excellence in Research. She was appointed the inaugural Oliver C. Schroeder 
Distinguished Research Scholar in 2012 and the Tom J.E. and Bette Lou Walker Professor of Law in 2014.  
In November 2013 she was appointed Dean of the Law School, along with Professor Michael Scharf.

Exploring the Inside Passage

American Bald Eagle

Shaped by the Ice Age and sheltered from the 
Pacific Ocean by one thousand miles of islands lining 
North America’s Pacific Coast, the Inside Passage 
renders untamed Alaska a picturesque panorama  
of magnificent glaciers, snowcapped mountains,  
and pristine wilderness. Stand on the deck of our  
five-star, all-suite small ship as you cruise protected 
cliff-rimmed fjords and inlets of serene waters. 
Watch for wildlife such as bald eagles, harbor seals, 
humpback whales, and brown bears. Cruise into 
Tracy Arm Fjord and Endicott Arm Fjord and see the 
thunderous calving of the Dawes and South Sawyer 
Glaciers, and explore the Passage’s hidden treasure—
seldom-visited Elfin Cove. Along the way, encounter 
the indigenous culture of the Tlingit, onion-domed 
churches built by Russian fur traders, quirky fishing 
villages, trading outposts settled by American 
pioneers, and Gold Rush settlements  
built over a century ago.

Depart home city/
Vancouver, Canada
Day 1
Arrive in dynamic Vancouver, 
originally built as a small 
19th-century timber milling 
settlement and today the 
cultural and financial heart  
of Canada’s Pacific Northwest. 
Embark the Star Breeze. 

Cruising the  
Inside Passage
Day 2 
Experience the Inside Passage, 
one of the most scenic waterways 
in the world, from our small ship. 
Cruise amidst countless islands, 
thickly blanketed forests, 
hidden bays, and coves, 
sandy beaches, and lofty 
waterfalls. Be on deck to 
watch for cavorting sea lions 
and breaching orcas in the 
deep waters and look for 
Sitka black-tailed deer, mink, 
and river otters roaming the 
shores and mountainsides. 
Attend the Captain’s  
Welcome Reception 
this evening.

Ketchikan, Alaska
Day 3
The fishing city of Ketchikan is 
known as the “salmon capital 
of the world.” Stroll the 
Gold-Rush-era boardwalks 
of Creek Street and watch 
spawning salmon swimming 
upstream along the well-known 
“Salmon Ladder.” See the 
art of Potlatch Totem Park, 
where a master craftsperson 
demonstrates the ancient 
technique of hand carving  
a totem pole.

Wrangell
Day 4
Walk through Wrangell’s 
quaint downtown to  
Kiks.ádi Totem Park and 
discover the history of these 
intricately carved totem poles. 
Transfer to Petroglyph Beach, 
a state historic beach home 
to rock carvings created 
8,000 years ago. Later, 
visit the Wrangell Museum, 
where more than 5,000 
artifacts and exhibits  
display the local trades  
in Alaska—fishing, mining, 
and logging. An optional 
excursion for viewing brown 
and black bears at the 

Anan Wildlife Observatory is 
available at an additional cost; 
be sure to sign up in advance 
as space is limited.

Sitka
Day 5
In Sitka, visit the Alaska Raptor 
Center, Alaska’s foremost 
bald eagle habitat where more 
than 100 injured eagles are 
rehabilitated and released  
each year. Explore Sitka 

National Historical Park, 
where artists demonstrate their 
totemic art forms, and enjoy 
opportunities to walk the 
forest trails or converse with 
native artists. Visit St. Michael’s 
Cathedral, North America’s 
first Russian Orthodox church. 

Elfin Cove/ 
Point Adolphus
Day 6
Go ashore to explore pristine 
Chichagof Island and visit 
the small fishing community 
of Elfin Cove. Situated across 
from Glacier Bay National Park 
with a population of only 
20 permanent residents,  

this hamlet flourishes in summer 
with fishing enthusiasts. From the 
observation deck, search for 
humpback whales and orcas 
feeding in the nutrient-rich 
waters of Point Adolphus  
while cruising through Icy Strait, 
where tidal waters teem with 
marine life. 

Watch for sea lions and 
bald eagles drawn by  
the abundance of salmon.
