Call for Student Applications

The Interprofessional Scholars Collaboration in Teaching and Learning (iSCTL) is a joint effort of the Schools of Medicine, and Dental Medicine and is designed to assist students and faculty in furthering their skills in teaching, curriculum development, and educational scholarship.  This 7-month program pairs health professions education faculty with students to conduct scholarly projects that are brought to the Collaboration by the faculty.  Twice per month Wednesday evening meetings (March through October) support project development, planning, implementation, evaluation and dissemination.  The student scholars also will participate as funded summer education scholars, working intensively with their mentors on the projects for 8 weeks (see below for additional details about summer fellowship).  
STUDENT SCHOLARS BENEFITS
· Receive stipends for completion of the required 8-week summer fellowship

· Receive reimbursement up to $1000 in travel and meeting expenses when they present their iSCTL work at regional, national or international meetings

· Gain expertise and scholarship in health professions education research

· Work closely with a faculty member as a project development team

REQUIRED MEETINGS
· Wednesday evenings from 5:30-8:00pm 2-3 times per month (for faculty and student scholars)
· Summer fellowship orientation week, May 28-31, 2019 (for student scholars)
· Three regular meetings each week during the summer for students to discuss their projects and present journal club papers

· Brief personal statement (2-page maximum) explaining your career path, your teaching experiences, and the role this education research experience and iSCTL would have in furthering your career goals
