Co-Sponsorship Policy

Co-Sponsorship occurs when one or more accredited providers of continuing medical education agree to sponsor an educational activity to be designated for category 1 credit. In such arrangements, one sponsor must take the lead and accept full responsibility for the activity just as if it were the sole sponsor.

Where the Case Western Reserve University CME Program is a co-sponsor of an activity with one or more accredited CME providers and is not the lead sponsor, the CME Program requires that it must review and approve in writing before publication any print or other promotional, informational or instructional materials that include the name(s) or logo(s) of Case Western Reserve University or University Hospitals Health System or any of its clinical departments or wholly-owned subsidiaries.
