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Professional self-description. 
Candidates are required to provide a professional self-description (3 pages or less) in which they highlight their major accomplishments as a faculty member in the areas of clinical care, research, education, service and/or administration. 
The document should focus on providing details on faculty activities not discernible from the CV. 
The candidate activities must be presented to show their accomplishments, specifically, their role or authorship, their scholarship or the dissemination of their work, and the good work or impact that results from their faculty activities. 
Please begin with your primary area of excellence, followed by your areas of additional contribution. Team scientists and Individual and Team scientists should be certain to explain the precise nature and extent of their contributions.  
If a document exceeds the 3-page limit, it will be rejected. If a satisfactory document isn’t received in its place only the first 3 pages of the original submission will be included in the promotion packet.
General Recommendations:
When preparing your Professional Self-Description, clearly identify your primary area of excellence (if on the academic track) and if your primary area of excellence is research or you are on the tenure track, clearly state if you are an independent scientist or a team scientist. 
While a focus should be on activities since your last appointment or promotion, you should clearly reference achievements before appointment that you intend to build upon while at CWRU.
DO NOT: use small fonts or narrow margins, include websites or hyperlinks, use abbreviations without writing them out the first time, include long narratives or tell your personal evolution story. 
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
