 Any faculty member or 

committee can request changes 

to the By-Laws. 

1.  Contact Chair of Faculty 

(CoF) prior to deadline for 

submission of materials for 

Executive Committee.                      

2.  Include: (a) reason for by-

laws change, (b) supporting 

documents if needed, (c) 

current by-laws with 

proposed changes 

highlighted in “track 

changes”.  

Executive Committee 

(EC) discusses and votes 

on proposed changes.         
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CoF places By-laws 

changes on agenda 

for next Faculty 

Meeting for a vote. 

*CoF notifies Secretary of Faculty 
Senate of a By-laws change that 
needs to be presented to the By-laws 
subcommittee of the Faculty Senate.  
By-laws with track changes are 
emailed to Secretary of Faculty 
Senate.  
*CoF notifies FPB Representative on 
Faculty Senate By-laws committee 
and/or a FPB Faculty Senator 
notifying them of the proposed 
changes and reasons for change.                
*CoF asks one of FPB Faculty 
Senators to present the issue at the 
By-laws committee (if needed) and 
Faculty Senate. 

*If Faculty Senate By-

laws committee 

approves changes, it 

progresses to Full 

Senate.  If it passes,  CoF 

notifies faculty and 

makes changes in the 

official version of FPB By-

laws.  *Secretary of 

Faculty Senate posts new 

Bylaws on Faculty Senate 

website.
