2. Discuss the topic that you would like to pursue for your DNP scholarly 
project and describe one clinical problem in that focus area that your 
project will help address. Additionally, discuss how your scholarly project 
focus matches with the interests and expertise of the doctorally-prepared 
faculty and resources at FPB School of Nursing.
