CWRU Undergraduate Academic Integrity Process Flow Chart

A member of the University community (normally a faculty member) suspects an
undergraduate student has violated the Academic Integrity Policy. The faculty
member consults with the Dean of Undergraduate Studies & advises Department
Chair. If there is sufficient information to move forward, a Violation Form will be
provided by the Dean and the faculty member will meet with the student.

The faculty member
finds there is no viola-
tion. The allegation is
dismissed. No Violation
Report is completed.

In the meeting, student accepts
responsibility and agrees with the
proposed sanctions. A Violation
Report is completed and sent to

Upon receipt, Office of Student Con-
duct finds this is not the student’s
first Academic Integrity violation.

An Academic Integrity Hearing is
scheduled to determine responsibil-
ity and/or sanctions. Panel of faculty

& students convene for the hearing.
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The student learns the decision in
the hearing and later receives an
outcome letter. The student accepts
the outcome of the hearing and

completes any imposed sanctions. the decision.

The student does
not accept the outcome and appeals

The Office of Student Conduct con-
firms this is student’s first violation.
Student receives a letter confirming
failure in work / course and giving
instructions for completion of the
Ethics Tutorial.
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An appeal board considers the case
and denies the appeal. The original
hearing decision stands. The student
completes any imposed sanctions.

An appeal board considers the case
and grants an appeal. The case is
returned to the original panel for
reconsideration and/or new sanc-
tions are rendered.
